Etienne! is Jeff Mizushima’s first feature narrative that he made right after graduating film school. The script was loosely based on a short film called, For No One, which featured some of the same characters in Etienne! The short was shot on Super 8, with Jeff doing every single crew position except recording production sound. Based on the success of that experience, Jeff found it more comfortable to work with a limited crew, which benefits a comfortable spontaneous atmosphere to film in. 

When screenwriting for projects that he wants to direct himself, Jeff writes with specific actors, locations, and music in mind.  He often writes friends into his scripts and forms their characters around what they already do in real life. 

Jeff draws inspiration from his large collection of what film critics consider the worst movies ever made. 
He has a passion for B films, box office bombs, straight to video releases, and student films.  Jeff values entertainment in film above anything else.  Any film that entertains him is a good film.  And as he makes his own movies, he weighs the entertainment value of his work very high.
